The bill amends statutory language by: 
 

 Including services provided to treatment-based mental health programs within case 
management funded from state revenues as an element of the state courts system;  

 Requiring assessment findings to be provided to the plan that is financially responsible for 
a child’s care in residential treatment under certain circumstances;  

 Specifying certain persons who are prohibited from being appointed as a person’s 
guardian advocate;  

 Authorizing county or circuit courts to enter ex parte orders for involuntary examinations;  

 Requiring the Department of Children and Families to create a workgroup on the use of 
advance directives for substance use disorders, etc.

 Specifying that FDC may electronically monitor offenders sentenced to community control 
when court has imposed electronic monitoring as a condition of community control.
